   1 Place the ladder extension against the ladder bracket       

   2 Be sure to place the extension to fit in between the bolts holding the bracket to the tent. Then slide the extension to the right 
so the pins move into the holes  and move the antiluce to the lock position.        Antiluce

   4 Repeat the same actions as before to mount the ladder to the extension
