Marking points on the wall to drill for vertical tent storage : 2.1

Place a vertical 3m piece masking tape on the wall that 
you will use to install the wall mount. Start with the tape 
where the wall meets the ground and allow 1 meter on 
either side of the tape as free space.   
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Make marks on the wall at the following 
measurements, measuring from the 
centre of the masking tape    

The measurements are symmetrical on 
either side of the tape

Marking points on the wall to drill for horizontal tent storage : 2.2

Place a vertical 3m piece masking tape on the wall that 
you will use to install the wall mount. Start with the tape 
where the wall meets the ground and allow 1.5  meters on 
either side of the tape as free space.   
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Make marks on the wall at the following 
measurements, measuring from the 
centre of the masking tape    

The measurements are symmetrical on 
either side of the tape

Drilling:   3

Put the parts on the original marking 
points and mark out the holes to drill 
for mounting the parts on the wall.      

Mount the bottom bracket as the 
below picture (Left and right) to 
ensure that the arms close onto each 
other when stowed away.

Mounting bottom brackets:   4

After the bottom bracket has been mounted into the wall, slide in the bracket arm and using 
the nut and bolt tighten the arm in place.
